Simple one-shot workshops and isolated training alone cannot equip the community with a necessary shift in thinking about these issues.  Cutting edge research and compassion provides the necessary food and drink for prevention, care and healthful living.

Petra Mangum is an Ordained Missionary and Vice President of the Nurses’ Auxiliary at Revival Temple Center of Deliverance in Newark, NJ. And is also a member of United Chaplain International Worldwide Outreach, currently holding the position of Administrative Director of the HIV/AIDS Ministry Department.  Petra is certified by the American Red Cross as an HIV/AIDS Educator, a Consultant, Motivational Speaker and formally, as an Experiential Speaker for Hyacinth Foundation’s Speakers Bureau of New Brunswick, NJ.  She has been a Motivational Speaker for the W.A.R. (Wellness Awareness Restoration) Ministry for over 10 years to the present.

In summation, Petra Mangum, is living well for over twenty-three years with HIV and strongly believes in the heart of the gospel message: To Love Our Neighbor.  Her work fully demonstrates this alone is our highest moral assignment.
